There is not enough
space to recount the stories or to say everything there is to be said about Roberto. And everyone who knew Roberto has at
least one story. A lot of us have too many to oount. I think if you were lucky enough to be on Roberto’s porch bar having a
drink on one of those rare nights when everything aligned and the crowd was the right crowd and the stories started flowing
as much as the rum then maybe you got a glimpse of why there was a loyal following for Roberto and his one of a kind bar.
And it was one of a kind - because Roberto was one of a kind.
He was ornery and stubborn and crotchety - and that was on a good day! And also, in his own way he was kind and good-
hearted. He sometimes seemed to hate you and like you all at the same time. He was irreverant and funny. His t-shirt
collection was astounding. He took care of street dogs and cats without a second thought. That infamous Tilley hat.
But it was his original beach bar where most of us were initiated into the mysterious ways of Roberto. Ask anyone who ever
asked for fries by themselves. There were just things that only made sense to Roberto and you liked it or you lumped it and
since he was pretty much the only game in town we all learned to like it. There were people who only went there once who
would talk about the experience for the rest of their lives.
For me, that beach bar shaped my new life in the DR. It was where I met most of the weird and wonderful people who
would become some of the best friends I would ever have. Where I learned that we didn’t all love each other but we did just
accept each other ‘quirks’ and all. The friendships I made there and the lessons I learned really shaped the life I would lead
for the next almost 40 years and still try to. I’m sure it was the same for many people. It was a right of passage. An
initiation. A place where you learned the perils of 151 rum. And that you wouldn’t die if you drank warm beer cause you
were on the 3rd straight day of a blackout and what else was there to do anyway.
So mourning for Roberto for many of us is also mourning a life we once knew and loved and lived to the fullest. And as long
as Roberto was around and passing a drink to you across that bar you could still hold on to it a little longer.
To know him was to love him. Or to hate him. Or both. Sometimes on the very same day.
So Rest in Peace Roberto and don’t worry, we’ll put our stools up before we leave!
